The trip features coastal geomorphological changes and urban and geological
evidence of the giant 1960 Chile earthquake near Valdivia. We will see several urban
and non-urban icons features between Valdivia and Queule. We will also sample culture
and cuisine of the local region.

We will depart from Valdivia after the conference in Valparaiso on Minday, 24
May, at 9:00 a.m. A comfortable mini-bus will transport us first to Valdivia, where we
will see buildings that were destroyed and withstood the 1960 earthquake. From there,
we will continue to the south in the direction of Queule, looking at the effects of the
earthquake, cosismic subsidence on the landscape and the tsunami deposits in Queule,
followed by a dig in a marsh. A lunch in Queule will be offered. We will return to
Valdivia about 8:00 p.m.
